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State Awards New Grant to 
Spur Adoption of Solar Power 

TALLAHASSEE – With clean energy tapped as a top state economic development priority by Gov. Charlie Crist, the State of Florida has awarded the Florida Solar Energy Research and Education Foundation (FlaSEREF) a grant of nearly $1.7 million to spur the adoption and use of solar energy across Florida. The group will work to lower market barriers to the use of the technology by collaborating with industry experts, developing marketing materials, and launching an outreach campaign.

“We are very excited about the opportunities this grant provides us to help more businesses and consumers to embrace solar energy and invest in the installation of solar panels," said Colleen Kettles with FlaSEREF. “This generous grant will help us act to lower the capital costs associated with adopting solar energy, and it will aid our attempt to spur competition and ensure that the Sunshine State becomes home to the thousands of green jobs that will be created during the next 10 years as a result of this technology.” 

The Florida Department of Environmental Protection awarded the $1,688,216 grant through the state’s $12.5 million Renewable Energy Technologies Grant Program. FlaSEREF was one of eight grant recipients selected from more than 130 proposals.
